The 2021 Toys for Tots Campaign will be on it’s 

way in Maine. Boxes like those below will need to 

be assembled, distributed and finally collected so 

that the needs 

of children will 

be met for the 

holiday. The 

Marine Corps 

League of 

Maine will 

take on this 

task and will be seeking to place boxes in local 

businesses all over the State. 

 Toys for Tots began in 1947 as the brain 

child of Marine Corps Reserve Major Bill Hen-

dricks. Actually it was his wife, Diane, who was the 

real inspiration. She had a few handcrafted dolls 

and asked Bill to deliver them to an agency that 

supports children in need. 

 When Bill reported back to his wife that he 

could not find such an organization, she instructed 

him to “start one!”. Maj Hendricks and the Marines 

in his reserve unit in LA collected and distributed 

5,000 toys i n1947. 

 Seeing such successful community en-

gagement in 1947, the Commandant directed all 

Marine Reserve Sites to implement a TFT cam-

paign transforming it into a national community ac-

tion program in 1948.    

 The Marine Toys for Tots Foundation, an 

IRS recognized 501 (c) (3) not-for-profit charity, 

was established in 1991 at the behest of the Ma-

rine Corps to help run and support the Marine 

Toys for Tots Program.  

 The Foundation raises funds, purchases 

toys, provides promotional and support materials, 

manages all funds raised and donated, solicits cor-

porate support, educates the public, and handles 

day-to-day operations. 

 Presently, the Marine Toys for Tots Program 

distributes an average of 18 million toys to 7 million 

less fortunate children annually.  

 There have been several television commer-

cials over the year but my personal favorite is the 

Marine on 

Guard Duty 

and the boy 

comes up to 

him and asks 

if he is Santa, 

and goes on 

to say if you 

are him I 

have my list. 

The Marine 

opens his white gloved hand and takes the list.

 About Us: We are one of 5 detach-
ments of the  Marine 
Corps League in 
Vermont and based 
in Burlington. We 
are honored to be 
able to name our de-
tachment after Don-
ald Cook who was a 
POW in Vietnam 
and repeatedly put 
the interests of his 
comrades before 
that of his own well-
being. Giving the 
more needy men his 

medicine and drug allowance while constantly 
nursing them. He risked infection from conta-
gious diseases while in a rapidly deteriorating 
state of health, eventually losing his life. He 
was posthumously awarded the Medal of Hon-
or. 
 Our Mission: Members of the Donald 
G. Cook Detachment provide assistance to all 
Marines, FMF Corpsmen and their families as 
well as conduct events and ceremonies togeth-
er in fellowship and camaraderie in order to 
preserve the history and traditions of the Unit-
ed States Marine Corps and support our local 
community 

The USS Donald Cook DDG75 is the first naval 

war vessel named for an unreturned Prisoner of 

War. On 20 March 2003 the first Tomahawk mis-

siles launched at the  beginning of the Second 

Gulf War were fired from the USS Donald Cook

At the Connecticut 
Department Convention in June, Mike Monaco from the Peter 
P. Monaco Detachment spoke on how they recruited and how 
they retained their members. When a member comes to a 
meeting they are there sometimes with the member that invit-
ed them or alone. I remember my first meeting and my friend 
brought me but he was a Detachment Officer and sat up front 
and I was alone. I looked at the clock on the wall and pleaded 
with God to let the time pass so I could get out of there. Mike 
had a great idea and that was assign a new member a men-
tor to sit with. Someone from the same era, same MOS, 
someone with common ground that the new member would 
have a connection with. That member in turn should intro-
duce the new member to his or her friends at the meeting and 
maybe also they could make arrangements to ride together to 
the next meeting. The one thing I would suggest is to keep it 
simple. Just one meeting at a time don’t look for the new 
member to commit to a life membership. I remember when I 
joined it was several months before I wanted to go to a meet-
ing and that was because of a new friendship I developed so 
be prepared to invest time into a new member, they are worth 
it. We all started as new members. Look back and see how 
far you have come. See what you have accomplished and as 
a group look at what we have given to others. I often tell oth-
ers when they are talking to people about recruiting and they 
are talking to perspective members, please don’t say we are 
a veterans organization and we help veterans. Spell it out tell 

them what we do all of it big and small. When someone asks 
for us to reach out to talk to a Marine alone in hospice care is 
just as important as anything else we do. Many of you have a 
motto on your e-mail signature line, “Once a Marine Always a 
Marine” , it’s not just a good quote it’s a way of life. Look 
around your neighborhood, at cars you pass on the highway 
and you will see that there is no other branch of service that 
is as proud and vocal about it than the Marines. We are al-
ways looking for a few Good Marines, we are looking for 
more of US.
